Highland Water Tank Removal and 
Rosemont Water Pump Station Replacement 

Estimated at 
$360,000

Highland Tank, located near the top of Highland Drive, is approximately 50 
years old and will be removed from service. The Rosemont Pump Station, 
located near the Highland Tank, will be rebuilt to enhance the water service 
reliability in the area. The residents served by the old Highland Tank will be 
served by the nearby Ferrini Tank.

Waterline Improvements Estimated at 
$415,000   

Replacement of aging and deteriorating water distribution pipes and related 
facilities is an ongoing program to upgrade City infrastructure. The assumed 
useful life expectancy of water lines is 50 years. The water lines included 
in this project were originally installed in 1942 or earlier and have seen an 
increase in required maintenance and emergency repairs in recent years. 
Replacing these water lines will ensure reliable water service, enhance 
available fi re fl ows, and reduce customer impacts that would otherwise be 
associated with emergency repairs. This project includes water lines at the 
following locations: Toro Street, from Phillips to Higuera; Ella Street, from 
Ruth to Osos (end); and Rachel Court, from Rachel to end.

Construction Recently Completed

Water Reclamation Facility 
Clarifi er No. 2 Cleaning, 
Servicing and Recoating 

$210,000

Clarifi er 2 was originally constructed in 1941. Clarifi ers are drained and 
inspected internally on an annual basis to determine maintenance needs. 
Maintenance, which includes cleaning, servicing and recoating internal 
and exterior components, is predictive in nature, rather than preventative, 
based on California environmental and regulatory discharge requirements.

Water Treatment Plant 
Raw Water Bypass 

$560,000

This raw water line delivers untreated water from the City’s primary water 
supply, the Salinas Reservoir, to the City’s water treatment plant. This project 
included repair of a deteriorated section of the pipeline located in Stenner 
Canyon north of the City’s water treatment plant. While the pipeline was 
under construction, raw water was pumped to the water treatment plant from 
the Whale Rock Reservoir to maintain water service levels to the community.
